STATION:  ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES OF EACH SIDE IN THE CIVIL WAR

The following tasks should be familiar to you.  

TASK 1:  Make a table with three columns and seven rows, like this:

Your table should be put on an 8 ½ x 11-inch piece of paper, and it should take up the whole space of the paper, so that it is clearly visible from a distance when hanging on a wall.  Label the table “Advantages and Disadvantages of the North and South.”  Be neat when making the table.

When filling in your information, be descriptive.  For example, for iron production, don’t just put 15:1 or 1:15, but explain exactly what those numbers mean.  Do this for all of the numbers in your table.  If you find other factors that you want to add to your table, please go ahead.  Just make sure that your information is accurate.  

TASK 2: Now you will place your table neatly onto a poster board.  The poster board will, of course, be much larger than the table.  In the empty space around the table, you will draw three pictures.  Choose three of the advantages/disadvantages from your table, and draw a picture for each one that shows what the advantage/disadvantage means.  Make your pictures neat, colorful, detailed and interesting.  They should also be large enough that they can be seen clearly from a distance when hanging on a wall.  Below each picture, write a brief description (caption) that shows what the disadvantage/advantage means—but don’t just copy what you put in your table:  you should rephrase it in a slightly different way.  

There is no rush on this, but if you finish your task early, work on your index cards and vocabulary.  Neatly-done cards may appear on the word wall and will earn your whole group extra credit.
