STATION:  CIVIL WAR MAP AND TIMELINE

TASK 1:  Find the map of the U.S. and neatly make a heading for it. You should use only one map for your group; the other maps are for the other groups. “Selected Battles of the Civil War” would work just fine.  Label the following battles, with dates, in the appropriate states.  Use lines to point to the locations, so that your map does not become crowded with words.  Chapter 11 of your textbook will help you with some of this, and I have listed other battles that you will not find in your textbook.  Use a key with symbols that will show which side won each battle.  For example, if the South won the battle, you could use a red dot (or flame symbol) to mark the battle; northern victories could be in blue.  Again, be careful not to make your map too crowded.  Space out your labels.  After you have located and labeled each battle with date, name, and color, lightly color in the Union states and Confederate states with two different colors.  Finally color the border states a different (third) color.  During the war, the border states were Delaware, Kentucky, Maryland, Missouri, and West Virginia.  

Important battles 

· Cedar Key (Atsena Otie), Florida, January 7, 1862.  Union victory.

· Olustee (northern Florida), February 20, 1864.  Confederate victory.  Union casualties: 1,860; Confederate casualties: 950

TASK 2:  

Now make a timeline on poster board that includes all of the information requested below.  Your timeline should start with 1861 and end with 1877.  Use all available space on the poster board so that it can be seen clearly when hanging on a wall.  Make your timeline interesting, colorful, and neat.  

On your timeline you should include each of the following events and their dates.  You should also include a caption (brief description) for each event that tells why it was important.  Do not copy captions out of the book; put them into your own words.

For the three deadliest battles that you put on your timeline, include the numbers killed for each side (North and South), and tell which side won the battle.  

Choose three events from your timeline and draw a picture for each event that shows what happened during each event.  

1. On your timeline, include all of the battles listed above—with dates, which can be found in Chapter 11.

2. Also include the following events, with date  and caption (dates can be found in Chapters 11 & 12):

a. Fourteenth Amendment (provide year only)

b. Thirteenth Amendment (provide year only)

c. Fifteenth Amendment (provide year only)

d. Emancipation Proclamation (provide year only)

e. Death of Abraham Lincoln (provide month and year)

f. Andrew Johnson impeached (provide year only)

g. Abraham Lincoln re-elected (provide year only)

h. Lincoln gives Gettysburg address (provide month and year)

i. Reconstruction ends (provide year only)

j. Civil Rights Act of 1866 (easy enough)

k. Freedmen’s Bureau established (provide year only)

l. Reconstruction Act of 1867 (easy!)

m. Panic of 1873 (easy!)

There is no rush on this, but if you finish your task early, work on your index cards and vocabulary.  Neatly-done cards may appear on the word wall and will earn your whole group extra credit.
