Economics Honors

Following is a set of deadlines and guidelines for your term paper.  

The paper must be between 8 and 10 pages in length, with standard (one-inch) margins and (double) spacing (12-point font).  

The topic of the paper is up to you, though it should be relatable to economics.  You should use at least five different sources, and those sources must be approved by me.  

Each source must come with 1) a bibliographic entry (look up the format), and 2) a brief (1- to 2- sentence) but specific explanation of why the source will be useful in your paper.

We will adhere to the following schedule of deadlines for grading purposes and to keep you on track to finish the essay in time. 

Tuesday, March 1: Second source (found on your own) due.  

Friday, March 4: Tentative (working) thesis statement due.

Wednesday, March 9: Third source due.

Friday, March 11: Fourth source due.

Tuesday, March 22: revised thesis statement and draft outline for essay (main topic and subtopics) due.

Friday, March 25: Fifth source due.  At this point, you should have five viable sources.  More may be used (and probably should be used).

Thursday, March 31: Second draft essay due.  (Second) revised thesis statement due.

Thursday, April 14: First draft of essay due.  

Tuesday, April 19: New sources due.

Tuesday, April 26: Second draft of essay due.  

Monday, May 9: Final draft of essay due.
